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Ms. Teschow is sending Alex and Simon to a week-long summer camp at the Confederation Centre for the Arts in Charlottetown, PEI. 
The camp costs $160 per child per week. There is a discount of 10% for registering the second child. Additionally, families who register before May 1st get $15 off per child per week.

1. The rules state you can only choose one of the two discounts. Which discount should Ms. Teschow choose: $15 off per child, or 10% of the cost off for the second child? Justify your response.

2. Ms. Teschow convinced the camp director to allow her to use both discounts. Ms. K is filling out the camp registration forms, and calls Ms. Teschow to ask whether they should take the $15 off first and then the 10%, or deduct the 10% first and then take the $15 off. 
Ms. Teschow says it doesn't matter; it's the same thing. Ms. Kachira says: "Yes, it matters! We want to save as much money as we can!"
Who is right? Will one of the ways of doing these calculations result in a lower price? If so, which one? Explain your thinking.
3. Out of the $160 the camp charges per child, $23 is used to purchase materials for the arts studio. Assuming you pay full price per child with no discounts, what percentage of the cost does the materials fee represent?

4. At the end of the week, the campers put on an arts show at the Confederation Centre. 144 people show up to see the art show. 12% percent of them are family members of the campers; the rest are members of the general public. 
How many of the attendees are family members of the campers?  Show your work, and circle your final answer.
